They were joined by Faculty Advisors Leslie Vechhiotti and Lisa Winkler, who alternated shifts 
throughout the 24-hour period. 

�  Rotary Spelling Bee – Once again Pal-Mac Interact placed a team in the competition at the 10th 
annual Wayne County Spelling Bee, held Feb. 21 at Eastview Mall. They came in third place, 
behind Newark and Clyde. 

�  In addition to these service projects already completed, plans are underway for two more by the 
end of the school year. Interact will host the second annual “Mr. Pal-Mac Pageant” on Saturday 
evening, May 30, to raise money for the local food pantry. In June, Interact will partner with 
members of National Honor Society to participate in  

 the annual “Relay for Life” at the Palmyra fairgrounds  
 in June. This is part of a national effort to support the  
 American Cancer Society. 

       At the conclusion of their presentation, President Peter  
presented the Interact leaders with $36 collected in “fines and  
confessions” during the meeting to add to their treasury.
