Martin Williams, Deputy Director 
Wayne County Department of Aging & Youth 

This week's informative program was presented by Martin Williams, Deputy Director of the Wayne 
County Department of Aging and Youth, which is located in Lyons. The speaker was introduced by 
Rotarian Vicky Daly, who has served on the agency's advisory board for the past five years. 
 Martin outlined the broad range of programs and  
services provided by his Department to serve the County's  
growing population of senior citizens. He noted that people  
aged 50 and over “represent the fastest growing segment of 
our population”, with over 15,000 people now in this  
category. Most services are available free of charge, although  
donations are always welcome, he noted. 
 Programs are funded by Wayne County, the New York  
State Office for the Aging, and the Older Americans Act, as  
well as local contributions from private citizens and service  
organizations. 
In addition to caregiver services such as home care aides, transportation for medical and agency 
appointments, and home-delivered meals for seniors, the Department maintains six Senior Centers around 
the County. 
      These centers -- in Clyde, Newark, Ontario, Palmyra, Sodus and Wolcott -- provide a number of 
programs and activities, in addition to a hot, nutritious noontime meal. While no one is turned away for 
inability to pay, there is a suggested donation of $2.50 per meal. 
 The speaker provided members with copies of the Department's quarterly newsletter, Threescore, 
which offers  current information on topics of interest to seniors. He also offered a brochure with 
information on the department's newest program -- “NY Connects” – which provides free information and 
assistance on long-term care issues.
