Last year, these agencies served a total of  
31,535 people in need of a “helping hand”.  
Locally, the Palmyra Community Center  
provided nearly 50 programs and activities  
throughout the past year to benefit over  
4,000 people. 
 
 Connie showed this year's campaign video, which depicted heart-touching case 
studies of real people in our County, whose lives have been touched by United Way 
sponsored agencies. These included a high school senior helped by Catholic Charities' 
“College Bound” program, and a six-year old Cub Scout, who was able to get aid for 
his brother's chronic asthma attack thanks to his participation in Scouting. 
 
 At the conclusion of her presentation, Connie left a large Campaign envelope for 
the convenience of Rotarians who may wish to support United Way with a donation 
and have not yet given elsewhere. If you would like to contribute, you can make your 
donation at the May 13 meeting.
