Bob Sloan, Pal-Mac's representative on the Camp ONEYAWA Committee, introduced
Canandaigua Rotarian Dick McGavern, who has playe@ key role in the camp's success since its
inception in 1956. Speaking through personal expernce, the speaker told the story of Camp
ONSEYAWA and related the many ways in which the exgrience can have a life-changing effect on
both campers and staffers alike.

Over the years, the camp has provided an opportuty for hundreds of children with
challenges to grow in self-confidence and to expence success in physical activities and human
relationships as they participate in summer camp psgrams designed for them.

Camp ONSEYAWA is operated and supported by 23 Rotg Clubs within the four counties
of Ontario, Seneca, Yates and Wayne and reflects‘strong partnership for 54 years” between the
Boy Scouts and Rotary, Dick noted. The camp is opated during the last two weeks of August at
Boy Scout Camp Babcock-Hovey, located near Ovid, MeYork on Seneca Lake, approximately 25
miles south of Geneva.

The camp is open to any child age 8 to 16 with apsical, mental or emotional handicap.
There is no charge to campers or their families, @k noted. Camp ONSEYAWA is supported
financially by a per-member assessment of each RaeyaClub in the four-county area, as well as an
endowment and fundraisers like the annual golf tounament every June.

On a related note, the speaker pointed with pridéo the fact that District 7120 is the only
district in all of Rotary International in which ev ery Club supports a camp for challenged children.

In closing, Dick McGavern invited Rotarians to lean more about Camp ONSEYAWA and its
activities by volunteering their time and talents,and by visiting the Camp in August. A wealth of
information, as well application forms and annual eports, is available at the camp's website at
Www.onseyawa.org.
