Youth Exchange Presentation on Mexico

The final week of the school year is traditionallythe time for our Youth Exchange Student to
make a presentation about his or her home countrylhis year is no exception, as Diego Barros
provided members with an up close look at his homeity of Culiacan, capital of the state of Sinaloa,
located in northwestern Mexico.

With the aid of a power-point slide presentationDiego shared many scenes of the beauty of
his home area, as well as pictures of his family drfriends at home.

Culiacan is one of the largest cities in Mexico, i a population of more than 793,700 people.
The climate is very warm, Diego said, with winter émperatures normally in the sixties while
summer temps can go as high as 130 degrees. Locatedthe Gulf of California, the state of Sinaloa
is blessed with an abundance of natural resourceshich makes it an ideal place to live.

Agriculture plays a major role in the state's econmy, with large quantities of crops such as
beans, corn, tomatoes, squash and sugarcane exparte the U.S. each year. Commercial fishing is
an important industry, as well, with large fishingfleets bringing in shrimp, tuna, sardines and
marlin. Other natural resources include metals suctas gold, silver, lead and zinc, while non-metallic
materials like limestone, talc and salt are also mduced.

Sinaloa provides a high quality of life for its residents. The state boasts 25 universities and
technical schools with 62 campuses, and health cageprovided through 31 general hospitals, 86
surgical centers, and 432 outpatient centers.

Diego closed his presentation by sharing many piates of family and friends, including some
of his childhood and kindergarten.

At the conclusion of the program, President Petethanked Diego for sharing images of his
homeland with us, and presented him with a Pal-Ma&otary duffel bag as a memento of his time
with us. Thanks, Diego, for sharing a year of youlife with us through your weekly “updates” at our
meetings. We wish you God speed as you return toime and family in Mexico, and extend our best
wishes for success in all your future endeavors.
